You are currently registered for MCB 150: Molecular and Cellular Basis of Life (6/13–8/4) at the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign. This course will require you to take three proctored, web-based exams.  

You can either take your tests on the Urbana-Champaign campus of the University of Illinois, or at a proctored location off campus. The dates and times for all exams will be the same regardless of the location. · You can choose to take the proctored exam using ProctorU (http://www.proctoru.com).  The information for ProctorU is:

· Fee-based exam ($30 per exam average cost). Refunds are given only if the exam is cancelled within 48 hours before the scheduled exam time.

· Exam scheduling requires 72 hours’ notice.

· Web cam, microphone, and computer with Internet connection are required.

· If you choose a proctored location off campus (other than ProctorU), it must allow for web-based testing. You may look at the following links for possible testing locations (please note that not all of the testing centers listed have web-based testing…please be sure to choose a testing center that will allow you to take your tests online). Please verify with the proctor that the location will be open and s/he will be able to proctor the exam for you before submitting this form.
